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A Pathway Study on Integrating Henan Red
Culture into Universities’ “Big Ideological and
Political Course” from the Perspective of Media
Convergence
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Abstract: Based on a comprehensive analysis of survey data collected from 126 red-culture venues across 18
prefecture-level cities in Henan Province, together with relevant literature, this paper first delineates the major types
of Henan red culture, its spiritual connotations, and its educational value. It then examines, from the perspective
of media convergence, the practical foundations and challenges involved in integrating Henan red culture into
universities’ “Big Ideological and Political Course.” Furthermore, it constructs an integrated framework of
“resources—media—courses—scenarios—evaluation,” and proposes pathway designs in terms of restructuring the
curriculum system, developing convergent-media resource infrastructures, implementing immersive practical
teaching, innovating discourse systems, and building collaborative education mechanisms. The study argues that

the key to promoting the integration of Henan red culture into the “Big Ideological and Political Course” lies in
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breaking down the barriers between red-cultural resources and convergent-media technologies, between university

classrooms and social venues, and between online spaces and offline settings, thereby forming a multi-party

collaborative mechanism involving government, universities, media organizations, venues, and enterprises, and

realizing holistic innovation in the “content—form—carrier—evaluation” of red culture.
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
