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Abstract: Higher education assumes the core educational responsibility of “cultivating morality and educating
people”, and graduate English teaching also needs to comply with the requirements of the times and take the
initiative to undertake the mission of educating people. In the process of English curriculum implementation,
educators not only need to convey language and cultural knowledge to students, but also should focus on guiding
them to form a positive outlook on life, world outlook and value orientation, strengthen social responsibility
awareness, comprehensively improve humanistic quality, and realize moral education goals. This study is based
on the Production-Oriented Approach, focusing on the teaching practice of graduate students’ English writing,

exploring the organic integration of Chinese cultural elements with English teaching practice, and designing output-
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oriented tasks with ideological and political education connotation as teaching driving force, selecting appropriate

teaching materials, adopting scientific teaching strategies, deeply integrating ideological and political education

elements, guiding students to use English to “export” Chinese culture to the outside world, using the teacher-student

collaborative evaluation to verify teaching results, and effectively promoting the realization of ideological and

political education in graduate students’ English courses.
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
