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Abstract: Firstly, this paper investigates the employment situation of English majors in local colleges and universities
in recent years, and finds that the employment rate of English majors is low, the social adaptability is poor, and the
career development space is small, and then investigates the causes of the existing employment dilemma. It is found
that the main reasons for the low employment rate of English major graduates are the single setting of major, the
one-size-fits-all training mode, the single language and the disconnection between the training mode and the social
demand. Finally, this paper studies that under the impact of artificial intelligence language teaching model, the
fundamental way to solve the employment problem of English majors lies in cultivating professional, applied and
composite foreign language talents.
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
