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Abstract: Bilingual education is a new initiative in the field of education in China, and it is also an inevitable trend
in the reform, opening up, and international integration of China, as well as in the development of educational
reform. The implementation of bilingual education in independent medical colleges is an effective way to achieve
the internationalization of higher medical education and to cultivate compound talents oriented towards
modernization, the future, and the world.
