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Abstract: Based on POA(Production-oriented Approach), this paper discusses the effective ways of ideological
and political teaching design for college English courses. Taking “New Horizons College English Reading and
Writing Course Book 1 (the 4th Edition)” as an example, this paper analyzes the current situation and challenges
of ideological and political teaching in college English courses, and expounds the core concept of POA and its
application in English teaching.
