International Experiences and Inspirations on
Empowering Research-based Practical Courses
with Excellent Traditional Culture

Abstract: Under the impact of globalization, the inheritance of traditional culture is facing severe challenges, and
how to effectively protect and promote excellent traditional culture has become an important proposition in the
field of education. This study focuses on empowering research-based practical courses with excellent traditional
culture, aiming to construct an “culture-course” empowerment analysis framework, explore the paths for their
organic integration, and promote the modernization transformation of traditional culture. Through international
comparisons, it analyzes the paradigms of empowering research-based practical courses with traditional culture

in countries such as Japan, South Korea, and Germany, and reveals their successful experiences. The study finds
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that cultural empowerment needs to follow the balance principle of “locality - contemporaneity” and adhere to

the principle of maintaining “cultural authenticity”. International experiences inspire us to construct a three-level

curriculum system of “national - local - school-based” and establish a quality monitoring indicator system.
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
