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Abstract: In this pivotal historical period of realizing the great rejuvenation of China, it is essential to adhere to the
fundamental principle of “cultivating morality and nurturing talents,” comprehensively strengthen the ideological
and political education in the curriculum for graduate students in life sciences in the New Era, and effectively
promote the “all-member, whole-process, and all-around” education. This will better serve the purpose of educating
talents for the CCP and China. It is crucial to balance ideological guidance with capability cultivation, accelerate
the development of biologists and young talents in life sciences who possess profound biological knowledge and
a strong sense of innovation, and guide them to engage in the biotechnological revolution. They should explore
the unknown field, pursue truth, and continuously contribute to the great rejuvenation of China in life sciences,
conducting research that is both groundbreaking and grounded, “writing their theses on the soil of the motherland.”
This article analyzes the current state of ideological and political education in the curriculum for graduate students in
life sciences, identifies existing problems and shortcomings, and provides improvement suggestions from multiple
dimensions. It offers valuable references for strengthening the ideological and political education in the curriculum

for graduate students in life sciences in New Era, further promoting the growth of outstanding young talents in life
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sciences who possess solid professional knowledge, advanced technical skills, broad international perspectives, as

well as a strong sense of national sentiment and mission.
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
