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Abstract: The integration of industry and education holds significant importance for private higher vocational
colleges in enhancing their educational standards and serving the socio-economic landscape. This paper explores
the avenues for improving social service capabilities within the context of industry-education integration in private
higher vocational colleges. It analyzes the existing issues in the social service capabilities of these colleges regarding
industry-education integration and, based on this analysis, proposes specific approaches including deepening school-
enterprise cooperation, integrating resources from multiple parties, and strengthening faculty development.
