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Abstract: Objective: To investigate the needs of undergraduate nursing students regarding intelligent management

models and tools for graduation thesis information. Methods: A qualitative research approach was employed, with
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purposive sampling selecting 11 nursing undergraduates as participants. Semi-structured interviews were conducted,
followed by content analysis to identify key themes. Results: The study identified four main themes and eight
sub-themes: Current awareness and tool usage of intelligent thesis management (commonly used digital tools,
bias of platform recognition); User experience with management tools (facilitated literature review and
categorization, fragmented tools with insufficient functionality); Student demands for management tools
(personalized tool requirements, platform optimization needed); Challenges in platform adoption
(practicality issues, students’ cognitive attitudes toward the platform). Conclusion: When developing intelligent
thesis management systems and platforms for nursing undergraduates, it is essential to thoroughly understand
student needs and provide practical, feasible tools to enhance thesis quality.
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
