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The Role of Party Organizations in Advancing
Clustered Development in Rural Areas: A Case
Study of Taizhou

Abstract: Clustered development in rural areas aims to fully unleash the vitality of rural elements, advance high-
quality development, and ultimately achieve common prosperity. It represents a crucial practice within China’s
current rural revitalization strategy. Given that localities are still in the early stages of exploring pathways for
clustered rural development, this study employs a case study analysis method. Focusing on the counties (districts)
under the jurisdiction of Taizhou City, Zhejiang Province, it utilizes in-depth interviews to analyze the organizational
elements within the clustered rural development pathway. Findings reveal that in Taizhou’s successful cases, Party-
building leadership serves as a universal prerequisite for achieving effective cluster development. This study not
only offers concrete practical insights for high-quality rural development but also provides a new perspective for
understanding and observing the evolution of production relations in contemporary Chinese villages.
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
